3. The City of Takayama, Japan and the City and County of Denver, United
States of America will promote active working relationships between our
organizations and businesses to build a sustainable, economic exchange -
platform that leads to cross-cultural business and employment
opportunities for our citizens.

4. The City of Takayama, Japan and the City and County of Denver, United
States of America sincerely hope that the COVID-19 pandemic will end
soon, and that our communities and economies will recover and be more
resilient than ever.
