Besides Yama, Hoko, Yatai float festival, twenty two (22) Japanese heritages
including [ Nohgaku Theatre] [Kabuki Theatre| [ Gagakul [ Washoku,
Traditional Dietary Cultures of the Japanese| | Washi, Japanese Paper| are
listed as the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity.
